» There will be more than one right answer for some exercises. In that case, they are
marked “p.ej.”. This stands for ‘por ejemplo’in Spanish, which means ‘for example’;
one possible answer is given but that it’s not the only possible answer.

= This Solutions book also contains the lyrics of the songs.

» The answers for the tests are at the back of this book. The maximum score is shown
at the end of each test. Each correct answer is worth one point. In the case of the
open-ended questions which have more than one right answer, ask your helper to
score your work. If you achieve half or less than half of the maximum score you
should do the tareas “Extra”. If you get more than half of the answers right, it’s up to
you whether you do the tareas “Extra” first or if you want to move straight on to the
more difficult exercises, the tareas “Mas”.

» Always take the time to look at your right and wrong answers and learn from your
mistakes. When scoring the test, a spelling mistake loses half a point. Incorrect accent
marks don’t count as spelling mistakes but they should still be corrected.
